   After the document screening, selected candidates will be invited for an interview  

including a mock lecture session, which will be held sometime during the week from Jun.  

22 to Jun. 29, 2024 at Mine Campus of the university. (Candidates are responsible for 

their own travel expenses. Inquiry regarding the screening results will not be accepted.)
